Chapter 5- Lesson 2

Atom- Smallest, whole bit of an element
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Example:  Tiny piece of paper, is still paper. Tiniest piece of hydrogen is still hydrogen.

Element – Matter that has only one kind of atom

[image: image2.wmf]Example:  Picture made up of all blue dots.  Gold is made up of all gold atoms. 

Compound – Substance formed by two or more different atoms joining together.  

Example:  Picture with four different colors.  Water is made from two hydrogen atoms and one oxygen atom.  

Molecule:  Two or more atoms held together in a special way.  The smallest bit of a compound. 
Example:  Balloons – When all three are together it is a water molecule.
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Separately they are individual atoms of hydrogen or oxygen. [image: image4.wmf]
