Parasite – feeds off another animal


Host – the body a parasite feeds off of


Symbiosis- 2 different animals living together

Behavior- the way a living thing acts


Stimulus- the cause of a behavior



Response-behavior caused by a stimulus (reaction)


Instinct
- behavior you are born with


Learned behavior- a behavior you are taught


Herbivore – plant eating animal

Carnivore- meat eating animal


Omnivore- plant and meat eating animal


Prey- animal that is eaten


Predator- animal that is hunting and eating other animals


Food Chain- path of energy and materials in a community

Food Web- a group of connected food chains
Photosynthesis- when a plant uses chlorophyll and sunlight to produce its own food.

Chlorophyll – the green coloring in plants that helps plants make food

Consumers- animals that eat other plants or animals to get energy

Producers- plants that produce (make) their own food
Adaptations-a structure or behavior that helps a living thing live in its surroundings.  

Hibernate – go into a deep sleep

Migrate – to move to a different place when the seasons change
