
Chango Night Out
Volunteers are needed to organize family
nights out at local restaurants. In addition,
families are invited to come for dinner at
the participating restaurant. The restaurant
donates a portion of the proceeds to our
PTA.

Arts in Education
This program introduces children to cultural activities 
in the Capital District area. The children attend 
performances outside of Chango as well as ones 
brought to the school. Volunteers are needed to 
assist with "on campus” arts performances and guest 
speaker presentations.

Volunteers required to coordinate bowling details and 
food.

At the beginning of the school year, Chango PTA has 
a major fundraiser to raise funds for the upcoming 
school year. The funds are put towards the Arts in Ed 
program and other educational programs for the 
students. Volunteers are needed to hand out the 
fundraiser packets, collect orders/money and 
distribute the merchandise.

Soup Day (1/29/10)
Teachers and staff enjoy delicious hot soup for lunch 
made by parent volunteers. The soups are served in 
numerous crock pots in the staff lounge or cafeteria. 
This is a way for the PTA to thank our 
teachers and staff who work with our 
children. Volunteers needed to 
coordinate this event and provide soups.

Pre-K Program (May 2010)
The Chango Pre-K program acquaints incoming 
kindergartners with the school, the faculty, and helps 
them feel at ease in the classroom.

Volunteers are needed to 
help with K arrival (am/pm), 1st grade arrival/dismissal 
and 1st grade lunch routine during the first three days

9/16 for K).

Talent Show (4/23/10)

The talent show is held at Gowana 
Middle School (real stage and 
everything). Volunteers are needed
to help with rehearsals, set-up, 
clean-up, and during the main event.

A family event during the spring to show the students 
that there are alternative activities to do other than 
watching TV. Volunteers are needed to help organize 
and coordinate this effort (ideas for fun alternatives 
are always welcome).

It’s another way to thank
the teachers and staff for their great 
work with our children. 

Scholastic Book Fair (11/12-11/18/09)
Book fairs provide students with the opportunity to 
purchase books at school. A book list is sent home 
with students prior to the sale. Students select books 
and return order forms with payment or they may 
purchase books in person at a designated time for 
their class to visit the Book Fair. Volunteers needed to 
help children with purchases.

Chango T-shirts, 
sweatshirts and other items are sold during PTA 
events as a fundraiser. Child and adult sizes 
available.Volunteers needed to coordinate the order 
process and run sale tables at PTA events.

Reflections
Reflections is an arts program sponsored by the 
National PTA. Relating to a theme, it encourages 
students to use their creativity in creating drawings, 
taking photographs, composing music and writing 
poetry/stories. Every student is eligible to enter and 
entries are judged to qualify for regional competition. 
Details will be sent home in September.
