Please keep your children home if they have a fever of 100° or more. Chil-
dren need to be fever-free, without medication, for 24 hours before they are
able to return to school.

Also, if your children have vomited or had diarrhea, please keep them home
until they are symptom-free for 24 hours.

In order to prohibit the spread of germs, please remind your children to wash
their hands and cough into their elbows, instead of their hands.
