1.)  Using the Bucket Tool       
1) Fill in the bodies of water surrounding the Island.  Use the color BLUE.

2) The Western side of the Island is a desert.  Fill it in using the color TAN.
3) Fill in the Northeastern corner of the Island GREEN.
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2.)  Using the Stamp Tool  
This is a tray.  Make the tray selection here by using the arrows to find the tray and stamp you need.
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See Hint Box.  Check the Map Key for the stamp you need to find.


1) Put an Airport in the Southwest corner of the Island (in the desert). See the Map Key and Hint Box for clues.

2) Stamp a City in the South where the River ends. See the Map Key and Hint Box for clues.
3) Stamp a Forest to the North of the City.  Don’t put it in the desert! See the Map Key and Hint Box for clues.

4) Stamp Cactus in the Desert.  See the Map Key and Hint Box for clues.
5) Stamp Mountains in the Northeast corner of the Island.  See Map Key and Hint Box for clues.

2) Label the bodies of water surrounding the Island.  The name of each Sea should be on the side of the Island that its name tells you.
