MOD INSTRUCTIONS

1 Penalty for late Mods is 20% per day late.   Penalty is 10% if turned in by the end of the day of the due date. This is STRICTLY enforced. Computer problems at home or at school are not accepted as excuses for late work.  Mod is due on the due date at the beginning of class, unless noted otherwise. Mod is due if any member of the group is in school on any part of the due date.  Due dates do not change due to snow dates unless announced.

2 For each Mod you will be given a paper copy of the mod for you to review. All the mods are to be word processed in the file downloaded from Quick links on the Shen library homepage. Handwritten work will not be accepted, nor will electronic submissions of the mods. 
3 To complete each mod, open the file you have downloaded and type your answers directly into the file. Do not delete any of the instructions or scoring lines.

4 Keep your formatting consistent throughout the mod. Do not alter the font or size of the text, indentation, or any other type of formatting or you will lose points.

5 You will lose one point for every spelling, grammar, or punctuation error in your paper. Be sure to spell check.

6 Staple your paper neatly or use a sturdy clasp before you come to class. Loose papers will not be accepted.
7 The biggest loss of points in mods is from failure to follow directions. After you complete each exercise, re-read the directions. Make sure you answered all of the questions and provide all necessary information.

8 Insert page breaks between numbered exercises; however, do not put page breaks between each lettered exercises. . You will lose one point for each missing page break.
9 Failure to attach required materials will result in a zero for the exercise.

10 Whenever you use a source in your answer, including all quotes, you must include a photocopy or printout of the page that includes publication information of the source and the page where you are getting your information (if a different page).Highlight this information on the pages.  If there is no attachment you will lose all points for that exercise.  You will also lose points if you attach extra pages. Attach the article used directly behind the page the exercise falls on, in the same order as mentioned in the exercise, and label it with the exercise number and letter to which it pertains. 
11 Whenever you use a source in your answer, including all quotes, you must provide an APA-style internal citation and a full APA-style reference in the References page exercise.
