3. Reference List

a. Heading: References (centered on the first line) 

b. Format: The references (with hanging indent) begin on the line following the References heading. Entries are organized alphabetically by surnames of first authors and double spaced.
4. Capitalization rules:

· Article title- Cap first word only, no italics or quotes

· Book title – Cap first word only, italicize

· Periodical title – Cap first letter of all major words, italicize

· Periodicals – include page numbers

· For scholarly journals include volume number and issue
· For newspapers and magazines include (month, day,year)

· If there is no publication date, indicate no date By: (n.d.)

· For electronic sources – use normal citation format, then add: retrieved month, day, year  from web address  

· There is a special format for information you use from a chapter in edited book with many authors

· Always capitalize proper nouns.

11.  Sometimes the author is not a person, but a group or institution.

12. No author: Place the title in the author position in the citation.

If there is a personal author, include the government agency before the web address. Precede the web address with a colon

Author, A. (Year of Publication). Name of report. Level and Name of Government Agency. (Include Su Doc number if available in parentheses). Retrieved Month day, Year from web address or name of database
17. Government document with no personal author

If there is no personal author, use the government agency as author.  Always start with the level of government, such as New York State or U.S.  (You do not need to repeat government agency if government agency is the author)

1. In most cases use (author last name only, year of publication)

2. Use page number if there is a direct quote.

3. If there is no author, use the first few words of the reference entry list (usually the title) and the year.  Use double quotation makes round the title of an article or chapter, and italicize the title of a periodical, book or report.
4. If there are more than one author, include all authors in the citation.  Use the & symbol ( Smith & Bonventre, 2008)

5. To cite a personal communication (including letters, emails, and telephone interviews), include initials, surname, and as exact a date as possible. Because a personal communication is not "recoverable" information, it is not included in the References section. For the text citation, use the following format:

6. Quotations: When a direct quotation is used, always include the author, year, and page number as part of the internal citation.
