2. Capitalization rules:


Article title- Cap first letter of first word only, no italics or quotes


Book title – Cap first letter of first word only, italicize


Periodical title – Cap first letter of all major  words, italicize

3.  Book:
Author, A. (Year of publication). Title of work. Location: Publisher.

4.  Periodical – journal:
Author, A. (Year).Title of article. Title of Journal, volume number, page numbers.

5. Periodical – magazine:
Author, A. (Year, month day). Title of article. Title of Magazine, page numbers.

6. Newspaper is the same as magazine except you put pp. before the page numbers.

7. Citing a chapter in a book:
Author, A. (Year). Title of article. In A. Editor (Ed.), Name of book ( pp. page numbers). Location: Publisher.8

8. More than one author – list all authors up to six, use &

9. No author: Place the title in the author position in the citation.
10. If there is no year use (n.d.)
11. Online document- add to the end of citation: 
Retrieved month day, year, from source. Note: source is web address or name of database.
12. Government document with a personal author
If there is a personal author, include the government agency before the web address. Precede the web address with a colon

Author, A. (Year of Publication). Name of report. (Include Su Doc number if available in parentheses)  Retrieved Month day, Year from Name of Government Agency Web site: web address

13. Government document with no personal author
If there is no personal author, use the government agency as author.  Always start with the level of government, such as New York State or U.S.  (You do not need to repeat government agency before the web address if government agency is the author)

14.  Government document from GPO website n

Add “Via GPO access” before the web address.

15. Unenacted federal bill:
Short title of bill, Chamber number of bill, session number Cong., (Year).
Mental Health Care Act of 1993, H.R. 2381, 103d Cong. (1993).
16. Unenacted state bill

Use similar formatting  as federal bill

An act to amend real property sections, Assembly Bill 286, New York 230th Annual Legislative Session. (2007).

17. Testimony at federal hearing . (Use similar format for state legislative hearings)
Title of hearing: Hearing before the Name of Committee, session number Cong. (Year) (testimony of Full Name).

Funding for stem cell research: Hearings before the Subcommittee on Medical Research of the House Committee on Health, 101st Cong. (1990) (testimony of John Smith).

1.  In most cases use (author last name only, year of publication)


2.  If there is no author, use the first few words of the reference entry list (usually the title) and the year.  Use double quotation makes round the title of an article or chapter, and italicize the title of a periodical, book or report.
