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Dear Parents,

Your son/daughter is practicing the “S” sound in speech! Here are the reminders I use to teach your child about the correct way to produce the “S”. Please use these reminders at home so that he/she will progress more quickly in speech class! Also, using a mirror while your son/daughter practices his/her “S” sound is really helpful. It lets your child see his/her teeth and tongue and whether or not they are in the correct place.

1. “S” is the “snake sound”.

2. Close your teeth, smile and gently say “ssss”.

3. Make sure you hide your tongue behind your teeth!

4. Make sure you blow air down the middle of your tongue (not to the sides) just like if you were blowing air down a straw.
