For this project, you and a partner will choose a set of homophones. 
After researching and learning about homophones, you will create PowerPoint slides which will be converted into a Photo story presentation. This Presentation will show the different meanings of one set of homophones. When your Photo story is done, you will present it to the class

Process
1. Find your partner by finding the person who has a homophone for your word.
2. Read through the evaluation so that you know what you will be expected to do to get an awesome grade!! 
3. Learn about homophones with your partner.
 ---Watch Synonyms, Antonyms, and Homonyms to learn about homophones 
---Watch They're, Their and There on BrainPop to learn about a homophone example 
4. Learn your homophone definition (your word is on the card that was passed out at the beginning of class.  
· Go to the Online Dictionary and type in your words one at a time. 
· Read the definition until you are clear of the meaning. If you need help finding the meaning of your word please ask! You can write down the definitions on scrap paper to use later. 
5. Think Time.
· Think with your partner about a picture that you can down load from clipart that can show the meaning of each homophone. 
· Each partner will take one word, write a sentence for each homophone and download a picture representing the homophone into PowerPoint. (You need to have an equal amount of work.) 
6. Photo Story Project
· Once you have completed your PowerPoint slides and saved them. Now we can start our Photo Story project.
